More Info: To compete, teams of up to 15 must raise a minimum of $2,550 and are
entitled to a minimum of three 6-on-6 light-touch flag football games on the turf in
the MetLife Stadium. Teams choose to compete in either the law enforcement/
firefighter, recreation, competitive, 40 & older, or co-ed divisions.

The New York Giants Legacy Museum and Giants locker room will be open, while
former and current New York Giants are expected to make appearances.
